Parents Survey

Thank you to the 144 parents who completed the parents’
survey. The survey closed last Friday and upon an initial
review of the results they are incredibly positive and show
that parents are overwhelming pleased with the education
provided at New Marske Primary School. Initial headlines
include 100% of respondents saying that the behaviour of
the children in school is good; 99% saying their children feel
safe in school and 98% of respondents saying the school has
taken appropriate steps when dealing with the pandemic.
